RULES

The regatta will be governed by the
rules as defined in the Racing Rules of
Sailing (RRS), the special regulations of
Australian Sailing, ISA Introductory
Rules of Sailing (Green Fleet), the class
rules of the competing boats and by
these Sailing Instructions.

Coaching will be allowed by an
Australian Sailing qualified coach with
insurance.

Other “On Water” assistants may be
directed by designated qualified
coaches to assist with “On Water”
mentoring of the fleet.

All coaches are directed to not instruct
any sailor in the top half of each division
in each race, unless there is deemed a
risk to safety.

RRS rule 44.1 is changed so that the
Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by a
360°-Turn Penalty.
