7. COURSES

7.1. Attachment A shows the
courses and how marks must
be passed.
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The  approximate  compass
bearing of the first leg will be
displayed on the start boat no
later than the warning signal.

ROUNDING MARKS

Marks 1a, 5s and 5p will be
yellow inflatable buoys.

Mark 2a will be an orange
inflatable buoy.

Mark 3a will be a white inflatable
buoy.

Mark 4a will
inflatable buoy.

Offset marks 1b, 2b, 3b and 4b
will be pink buoys.

START

The start line will be between a
staff displaying an orange flag on
the start boat at the starboard
end and a red and white
chequered mark at the port end.

The start boat iIs a mark of the
course and-‘the buoy attached to
the stern of the boat is a part of
it.

Boats whose warning signal has
not been made shall avoid the
starting area during the starting
sequence for other divisions.

A" boat starting later than
4 minutes after its starting signal
will be scored DNS (did not start)
without a hearing. This changes
RRS 63.1and Ab.

FINISH

The finish line will be between a
purple buoy on the starboard
end and a staff displaying a
blue flag on the finish boat
at the port.

OBSTRUCTIONS

The start and finish lines are
obstructions except when
starting or finishing. Boats
crossing these lines incorrectly
will be scored DSQ (disqualified)
without a hearing. This changes
RRS 63.1.

The start line port end mark may
be moved during a race to
shorten the obstruction but
remains part of the line while
being moved.

TIME LIMIT

A boat failing to finish within 30
minutes after the first boat of its
division sails the course and
finishes will be scored DNF (did
not . finish) without a hearing.
This changes RRS 63.1, 35 and
A5.

SAFETY

A boat that retires from the race
shall notify the race committee
as soon as possible.

PROTESTS

Protest forms are located below
the notice board.
Protests and requests for

redress or reopening shall be
delivered within the appropriate
time limit.

For each division, the protest
time limit is 60 minutes after the
last boat has finished the last
race of the day.

Notices will be posted no later
than 30 minutes after the protest
time limit to inform
competitors of hearings in
which they are parties or
witnesses.

Hearings will be held in the
protest room, at LCSC,
beginning as soon as practical.

Breaches of instruction 9.3 will
not be grounds for a protest by a
boat. This changes rule 60.1(a).
Penalties for these breaches
may be less than disqualification
if the protest committee so

decides. The scoring
abbreviation for a discretionary
penalty imposed under this

instruction will be DPI.

On the last scheduled day of

racing a request for reopening a

hearing shall be delivered:

a)within the protest time limit if
the requesting party was
informed of the decision on
the previous day

b)no later than 30 minutes after

the requesting - party was
informed of the decision on
that day.

SCORING

Australian Sailing Yardsticks will
be used. The race committee
may adjust any boat's handicap.
Six races are scheduled of which
one must be completed to form
the regatta.

When less than 5 races have
been completed, a boat’s final
score will be the total of its race
scores.

When 5 or more races have
been completed, a boat’s final
score will be the total of its race
scores excluding its worst
score.
