This changes WCR race
signals.

FLAGS, DIVISIONS, COURSES

. Attachment A shows the flags, divisions,

courses and how marks must be passed
for all races other than on Sunday.
Attachment B shows the flags, divisions,
courses and how marks must be passed
for races on Sunday, when the course is
shared with club racing boats.

The numeral pennant indicating the
course will be displayedon the start boat
no later than the warning signal.

The compass bearing of the first leg will
be displayed on the start boat no later
than the warning signal.

ROUNDING MARKS

All rounding marks will
inflatable buoys.
